Hillsboro Area Lacrosse Organization is a new community wide lacrosse league for boys and girls in 3-8™
grade. Itis a cooperative effort between the Glencoe, Century, Liberty and Hilhi lacrosse clubs and
administered by Hillsboro Parks and Recreation.

Teams will be formed based on school attendance areas and high school feeder alignments
Representatives from each high school club will help form the spring teams.
